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Abstract

This study argued the narration welkin in the literature of Mo'anes Al-
Razzaz including all his works as it is classified into two parts : first part
includes three nove while second part includes ten novels.

This study in the preface and three chapters commencing by
introduction showing the reason of election, its chapters distribution ,
sections and the conclusions briefing the most important results of the
research.

In the preface it is enlightened briefly on the term of welkin and the
problem of identifying its widespread concept never been determined by
time and space Jeerer Jennet focused on and its followers of Arab
scholars. First chapter studies the time welkin within two levels: in the
first level arguing the most important types of the subject of the research
that is the wonder time and the metaphysic welkins. and in the second
level we studied time according to levels found by Jeerer Jennet
distributed on three section: First section included the level of
arrangement implying two techniques: the first is the retrieving by its all
types, the second foreseeing. Second section argued the level of period
which is divided into two parts in the first one of which the researcher
studied the technique of accelerating time which is divided into two parts
too: the first one treating the techniques of abstracting and deletion
while in the second one it is argued the techniques of scenes and briefing
In the third section repetitive level was studied as it is divided into Four
parts. Second chapter argued the place welkin commencing
with theoretical ntroduction showing its importance in the novel work the
first section concerns with studying place welkins upon its
relation distributed into three parts: In the first one the researchers studies
the place and its relation with implying editing. In the second section
place was treated according to its semantics as it is divided into four
:Political, technology, social and cultural semantics. The third and last
chapter argued other welkin as it is argued into two sections the first one
is allocated to study singular welkins which is divided into two
subsections : the first one studied the main welkins represented by
two welkins: the political welkins. Second welkin is the physical.
Second party argues the branch welkins are classified into three: The
wonder welkin Second welkin is that unforeseen related with religious
ideologies and the cultural welkin. Second section in this chapter is
dictated to argue the intervened welkins which are divided into three
parts: the first one of which concerned with studying main welkins
represented by the interventions of the political welkin with the physical
welkin while the second one including the intervention of branch
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welkins with the main ones represented by the intervention of
wonder with political welkins. It 1s included three parts: Sleeping and
dream welkins and its intervention in the wonder welkin while the
second one is the mystery welkin and its intervention with the wonder
welkin while the third ones is the unforeseen welkin and its intervention
with wonder ones. Upon these chapters, the researches concluded the
most important results of the study mentioned within the research
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
