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Abstract

This study argued the linguistic aspects of (Shurooh Al Faseeh) which
are (Tasheeh Al Faseeh, Ibn Darsawih), (Sahrh Al Faseeh Fil Luga, Ibn
Al Jabban), (Sharh Al Faseeh , Al Zamachsheri), and (Sharh Al Faseeh
JIbn Hisham Al Lakhmi) as these explanation books enriched with
intensive subjects so that the researcher used to divide it according to
levels of the language; phonetically , grammatically and semantically.
The study is of four chapters preceded by the preface and
introduction in the preface the researcher argued (Al Faseeh) and its
explanations (Shuroohahu). First chapter argued the phonetic aspects
dealing with four aspects (Al Mumathla, Al Mukahalaf Wa Al Hamza)
its investigation, stopping and continuing while the second

chapter argued the grammatical aspects represented by four aspects
(Abwab Al Fi'el Wa Awzanuh) and attribution in derivatives and
miscellaneous subjects (Al Qalb Al Makani and Shawaz Al Jami'e Wa
Nawaderuh Wal Nasab Wal Al-Tasgheer) while the third chapter
arued grammatical aspects including three sections the first one of
which was for verbs (Al Af'al ), the second one names (Al Asma'a)
and third one the characters of meanings (Huroof Al Ma'ani). Fourth
Chapter was about semantic aspects including six sections about (Al
Dilala, Tatawer Al Dilal, Al Taradu. Al Furooq Al Lugawiya, Al
Mushtarak Al Lafzi, Al Tatadhad and Al Mu'arab).These chapters are
followed by the conclusions and references and then the summary in
English language.
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
