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Abstract of thesis:

The study aims to emphasize the importance of the principle of political balance with Turkey
through a comprehensive analysis of the geographic and political factors of the two countries in order
to highlight the strengths and weaknesses in each geopolitical denominated ones to guide relations
between the two countries so as to achieve the political benefit of the two countries. The importance
of the study stems from the value of the geographical location enjoyed by the two countries in the
Middle East, as well as the geographical proximity between the two countries and the impact of these
two factors on the political relations between them, what requires to take the nature of their relations
after 2003 in consideration, so the study launched to answer the following: What geographical factors
that affect negatively or positively the relations between the two countries? Do Iraq geopolitically
plans to build a strong relationship with Turkey after 2003? The study has been divided into six
chapters, it includes natural, demographic, economic and military aspects of the political system to
address the internal and external political relations and future prospects, as well as the introduction
and conclusions and recommendations. Among the most important findings of the study is the
importance of the principle of political balance in Iraqg's foreign relations with regional countries in
order to build relations from a position of strength and political interests, not out of weakness .
