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Abstract of Thesis:

To achieve that the researcher used an experimental design with partial adjustment which is the design of

the three equated groups of the post-test, and showed the following conclusions:

There are statistically significant differences between the scores of the students of the first group which was
taught according to the Constructivist learning model, and the second experimental group which were
taught according to Rothkoph model in the test of the acquisition and retention of geographical concepts for
the first experimental group, and the control group which was taught according to the traditional method in
the test of acquisition and retention of geographical concepts for the first experimental group .In the light of

the findings of this research ,the researcher recommended the following

1. Evoking the teachers of Geography to focus on highlighting concepts and its retention for students instead

of focusing on memorizing and mimicking.

2. Making the teachers of geography familiar with the experimental steps for both the Constructivist

learning and Rothkuph models to be used for teaching this material.
