The Impact of Bybee and Karen models in Reading Comprehension and Critical Thinking by Students of High School 4™ Scientific :The current study aims at
Branch in the Subject of Reading and their Attitudes to it.

The research community is High School 4th Grade Students of Scientific Branch in formal day and evening secondary and preparatory schools in Al-Diwaniyya
Downtown for the school term (2014-2015). With the simple arbitrary method, the researcher chooses from those schools two schools: one for boys, Qutaybah
Preparatory School for Boys, containing 4 classes of 4™ scientific branch, and Al-Kawther Preparatory School for Girls, containing 3 classes of the correspondent
grade. Before beginning experiment, the researcher is aware that the three research groups should be statistically equivalent in some variables that may affect
the results of research. The variables are: the virtual time-age reckoned by months, education levels of students' fathers and mothers, marks in Arabic of the
previous course of (2014-2015) term, marks of students in the pre-test precision in reading comprehension, marks of pre-test precision in criticizing thinking,
marks of inclination measurement toward the pre-precision reading, and reading ability, As to tools of the present research, the researcher used reading
comprehension reading. The researcher himself constructed it. It consists of 7 questions and has 90 marks in all. The researcher established validity and
consistency for it, counseling a group of experts and arbiters, who are specialists in this field, in order to know the period the test requires. He applied it on a
research sample which he chose out of research community to know the clarity, difficulty and distinction of its items, and efficacy of their alternatives. The
researcher also adopts measurement of criticizing thinking adapted by Dr. Ismail Ibrahim (2004), Karen model is better than more effective than Baibie model to
obtain the reading comprehension, to develop the criticizing thinking, and to form the positive thought of pupils. The effect of Baibie model does not differ in
obtaining reading comprehension, developing criticizing thinking, forming positive attitude of student to reading lesson due to gender factor (male/female) of
students who study this lesson in conformity with this model; it creates in them the same effect in the case of the three variables. The researcher proposes a
number of recommendations, the most important of which:

Teachers of Arabic should be instructed to employ Baibie and Karen models in teaching the reading lesson, because they are proved to be successful according to
the results of this dissertation.

The teachers of reading should enrich lesson topics with thought conversation, and proposing questions related to the subject, developing, in turn, pupils' higher
levels of thinking and deepening their comprehension of subject and their abilities in criticizing thinking.

The researcher also gives a number of suggestions, most important of which are: An experimental study should be done in order to know the effect of other
constructional models in reading comprehension as compared to Baibie and Karen models
