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Abstract of Thesis

Chapter one is devoted to present and explain the general religious services. Chapter two is mainly concerned with
illustrating the Fatimids' emphasis on the idea of being followers to Ahl-Albeit (peace be upon them) via focusing on
holding celebrations that indicate their alliance to them especially those that are continuously being held during
Moharram and those that rejoice different occasions such as Eid al-Ghadeer and the declaration for Ali's alliance
since this prospect is considered as the catalyst for their legislation in Succession, besides other religious festivals
such as the birth of Prophet Mohammad and his daughter Fatima (peace be upon them) as well as the Imam Ali and
his two sons (peace be upon them).

Chapter three is mainly attributed to mention the national Egyptian festivals previous to the arrival of Fatimids to
Egypt such as celebrating the Nile alliance and the gulf breaking. This chapter also explains the celebrations held by
ahl-Althoma in that the Fatimidian era is seen as the golden age for them. Chapter four is a presentation of the
influence of those festivals upon the Egyptian society socially, economically and culturally when poetry and prose
flourished at that time.

Finally, the conclusion explains the results and facts from the cultural level left after the deterioration of the
fatimidian state and the emergence of Aiubians who tried hard to destroy that cu
