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Abstract of Thesis

This study deals with the dispute between Indonesia and the Netherlands
on the western island of Irian in eastern Indonesia. This conflict emerged as a
result of Indonesia’s complete independence from Dutch colonialism after a
four-year war (1945-1949). After the end war and during the Indonesian
roundtable on independence in 1949, the western island of Irian was excluded
from integration with the rest of the Indonesian islands, with the Netherlands
adhering to it, which brought the European and Asian countries into a nearly
thirteen-year dispute over sovereignty over But after international pressure
on the Netherlands, the latter gave up the western island of Irian in favor of
the Republic of Indonesia in 1962.
