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Abstract of thesis

The present study deals with literary engravings in the holy shrines and its
relationship with the visuals and Islamic art. It shows that the perceptions of reading
were different from that of the visuals. It was keen to reflect on these creative
horizons, and the relation of the engraving to the visual and the artistic path that is
living a difficult dialectic of dying and fading away. It is an advantage of the
engravings when the visions are employed to adopt basic views in the treatment of
the visuals and their rhetoric as a synthesis of contemporary, established and old
rhetorical rules that have been able to take up space in Arabic critical approaches

after the Western environment has crept into us.
