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The environmental factors and their relation to the incidence of agricultural crops diseases in basra
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The aim of this study is to detect the most important fungal and viral diseases, that may affect vegetable crops
and palm trees planted in Basra Governorate. Soil and plant residues are an environment in which these
microorganisms are abundant. Environmental factors, such as some elements of the climate and some of the
soil and water characteristics used in irrigation, play an important role in the spread of these organisms, leading
to the appearance of wilt, swellings and ulcers, especially in greenhouses and tunnels as well as the exposure
of those crops to the physiological damage caused by extreme environmental factors.

The data also showed that, the water of the Shatt al-Arab is a water in which the salinity is high enough to
cause the exposure of palm trees to damage, especially during the second summer season of the study. As for
the water used for irrigation in greenhouses, the percentage of salinity has decreased, as the farmer uses potable
water or RO water, in addition to the use of magnetized water technology or a special desalination plant.
