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The study covered the southern land ports and it clearly reflects the general situation of
commercial performance of these land ports which was found to reach its peak in 2016,
especially after closing Traebeel land port, in the west of Iraq, due to security affairs; most of
trade that used to take this route shifted to Safwan land port whose total revenues peaked to
about (97562049000 IDs) in this year, while the total revenues of Shalamcha land port were
about (23860371050 IDs), whereas Sheeb land port revenues reached about (24800928000
IDs). This indicates the considerable contribution of these land ports in the budget of the

country
