Abstract of thesis

A total of 204 Domestic pigeons and 180 House sparrow and 46 Starling from AL-Zubar and 262 House
sparrow and 40 Starling from AL-Hartha during the period of June (2012) toJuly (2013).and 120 domestic
Pigeons from AL-Hartha during the period of December to January examined for the endoparasites . Twenty one
species of helminthes were recovered. out of the, four Trematoda, Thirteen of Cestoda, two of Nematoda, Two
of Acanthocephala.

Among these bird, Columba domestica which was infected by Raillietina tetragona and Passer domesticus
which was infected by Metroliasthes lucida from AL-Zubar & Columba domestica which was infected by
Cotugnia intermedi & Passer domesticus which was infected by Metroliasthes lucida demonstrated a clear
seasonal cycle of infection.
