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The study of the Iraqgi political, administrative and intellectual contributions in the
Fatimid Caliphate (297 - 567 AH / 910-1172 AD)" is considered one of the most
interesting and significant studies that dealt with Iraqis' role in the Fatimid era since the
establishment of the state in the Maghreb until its fall. Due to its importance and to
shed more light upon it, an objective has been constituted alongside with the

important aspects that prompted us to do so.
