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Abstract

This study aimed to evaluate the performance of Iraqi private banks registered in Iraq Stock Exchange for
the period (2007-2013)by traditional system and(CAMEL).

The study aims to make a comparison of the study sample banks using the traditional banking system and
the evaluation system and (CAMEL)to evaluate the performance of banks and to highlight the most important
differences between them and to identify the shortcomings of the traditional system and the reasons for the transition
to a system(CAMEL).

The researcher used descriptive statistical study and compare and analyze financial statements published
for the banks of the study sample, for the period from 2007 t02013, and tested the hypothesis study, "No, there are
no differences between the traditional and the system of the system(CAMEL)to evaluate the performance of banks,"

The hypothesis shows palaces of traditional systems do not meet the requirements and its determinants and
does not give banks administrations any prior indication of the weaknesses and shortcomings, while the system
indicated(CAMEL)in highlighting the effective role in the detection of vulnerabilities and causes of the problems
and is working on a comprehensive assessment of the performance of banks, compared with the industry standard in
the banking environment, The most important thing to him study found poor management of banks, which leads to
poor performance of banks.
