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Abstract of Thesis

The aim of this study was to analyze the role that could be played by fiscal policy in achieving
economic balance in Iraq for the period (1990-2010), through the analysis of the impact of financial
variables in the macroeconomic variables according to economic theory provided a theoretical
framework, the first chapter address the impact of fiscal policy in the economic balance according to
modern economic thought. The second chapter analyzes the reality of fiscal policy during the
period of masculinity . And interested third chapter analyzes the economic balance, according to
the criterion of monetary stability which finds inherently theoretical theory monetary .The standard
excess demand which finds inherently theoretical in Keynesian theory . this study reached the
conclusion, that the role of fiscal policy was marginal "in the economic balance, through high
inflation, and increasing imports of goods during the two terms of study.
