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Abstract

The thesis contains five chapters. The first chapter contains an
introduction and the importance of research and determine a norm-
reference (norm-reference is a tables of raw scores which was obtained
by a player to enables us to compare his/her performance with the
performance of a similar group). The research problem was the lack of
norm-references for each of the performance and mental tests. The
objectives is to identify the most important performance and mental tests
of youth basketball players. Design a perception test and identify a norm-
reference for these tests. Chapter two includes the theoretical studies
(references and mental processes). Chapter three contains the research
methodology which is a descriptive approach by survey as it is suitable
for the nature and objectives of the research. In chapter four we present
analyze and discuss the results of performance and mental tests. Chapter
five includes the most important conclusions which include five
performance and four mental tests extracted from factor analysis. The
most important recommendation of the research is the adoption of these
references in the process of evaluation and selection.
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
